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THE SIGNALLERS

To the uninitiated in the techni-
calities of Radio Transmission,
the problems of communicating
in Cyprus will not be apparent,
but for those whose task it is
to provide a 24 hour communi-
cations link throughout the
year, there can be few places
in the world where such high
standards have to be main-
tained.

The personnel whose task it
is to maintain these high
standard are the operators of
644 Signal Troop. Maintaining
a round the clock schedule,
these operators are the back-
bone of three radio nets,
operating at HF, VHF, and via
. the Motorola sets to all parts
of the island. Geographically
the Cyprus terrain is most un-
suitable for radio communi-
cations at V.H.F., but to ensure
that all parts of the island are
in contact with Headquarters,
a relay station is in operation
high in the Troodos range
manned by 644 Signal Troop.
Though during the summer
months this remote detach-
ment can be envied, during the
winter months they are often
marooned for days in their
tiny outpost.

It is also the responsibility
of the troop to maintain
Ground to Air communications
with the Aviation Flight, and
to provide links back to Head-
quarters when in an emergen-
cy the staff are deployed into
the field.

Approximately one quarter

-of the Troop’s strength con-
sists of Royal Canadian Signals
personnel, the majority of
whom work with the detach-
ments at Troodos, Dancon, and
Swedcon.

Perhaps the best tribute
that one can pay to the men of
644 Signal Troop is that they
perform as their Corps Motto

indicates “Certa Cito” or
“Swift and Sure”.
